Reading records and reading books are collected every day.
Homework and spellings: These will be sent out each Thursday for you to help your child with. Homework is due the following Wednesday. Homework Club is run on a Wednesday during lunchtime for anyone who has not completed their homework.

How you can help your child at home: 
• Listen to them read, ask them questions about what they have read to check their comprehension.

• Encourage them to engage with their homework and also learn their spellings each week. Sometimes our spellings may repeat to teach the children fluency and a deeper understanding of the spelling rules.
