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· You will recognise that sacred texts contain stories which are special to many people and should be treated with respect.
· You will retell stories from the Christian Bible and stories from the Jewish faith.
· You will talk about issues of good and bad, right and wrong arising from the stories.
Vocabulary
Christian Bible:  is a sacred book which is split into two sections- the old testament and new testament. 
Holy and sacred: mean special because they are connected to God.
Tanakh: is the Jewish bible and the first section of the Christian bible. It is split into three sections. The first section is called the Torah.
Torah is part of the Jewish bible. It contains the five books of Moses. It can be a book or scroll.
